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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The aim of A4 is to provide solutions for the enhancement of perpetrators’ accountability for the protection of 
female victims of sex trafficking through a police-led resilient mechanism. Against the background of identified 
gaps on police investigation reproducing a non-punishment habitat for perpetrators through comparative analysis, 
A4 aims to develop multidisciplinary investigational skills for LEAs following a peer-to-peer training methodology. 
A4 will reach advanced and harmonised levels of organisation and co-operation by cognitive-based 
training seminars, experiential and context-based workshops and piloting Joint Investigation Teams. In addition 
to the primary intervention in LEA’s procedures through trainings, A4 aims to raise public awareness through a 
tailored online campaign, the final conference and policy workshops engaging national and European policymak-
ers, CSO actors, representatives of police and judicial authorities and National Referral Mechanisms. 
 
A4 will work closely with LEAs, police commanders, lawyers, border guards, custom and passport control officers 
to develop and implement the project’s research output. The consortium will leverage on stakeholders’ partici-
pation to extend A4’s network and bring together a cross-disciplinary and international community involved in 
combating sex trafficking of women and girls.
